DEATH OF MISS COLE HAMILTON  

 
 We regret to record the death of Miss COLE HAMILTON, which occurred on Thursday of 
last week, at Crofton House, George-street, where the deceased had resided for a number of years.  The 



funeral took place on Saturday, the first portion of the service being held at Holy Trinity Church, where 
the Vicar (the Rev. J.E.EDDIS, M.A.), officiated.  The outer coffin was polished oak with brass fittings 
and name plate, which bore the following inscription:
