 The remains of this gentleman were conveyed to their last resting place on Tuesday, in the 
Ryde Cemetery amid every token of respect. The mourners were the four sons and two daughters of 
the deceased, and at the gates the members of the East Medina Lodge of Freemasons (No. 175) 
were assembled to pay their sad tribute of respect to their departed brother, who had been nearly 50 
years a member of the lodge.
