  secret,	
  quite	
  a	
  large	
  number	
  of	
  well-­‐wishers	
  and	
  friends	
  of

   assembled

   Church.	
   The	
   bride,

  The	
  bride

   Hosgood,	
   the	
   curate	
   in	
   charge	
   of	
   St.

  Weston-­‐Super-­‐Mare,
