DEATH OF M. LE BOUVIER 

 
 We regret to announce the death of M. le BOUVIER, which took place at his residence Le 
Loiret, High Park, on Saturday last. The deceased who was 84 years of age, had been ailing for 
some time past, but the end came rather unexpectedly. He had been on the Island about 50 years, 
and was French master at the I.W. College for about 20 years. He was an officer of the French 
Academy, and was at one time Church Warden at St. John’s Church, and was much respected in the 
district.  
 The funeral took place on Thursday afternoon, the body being taken first to St. John’s 
Church, and thence to St John’s burying ground. The Rev. H. H. COUSENS conducted the service, 
the principal mourners being Miss Le BOUVIER (daughter), Mrs Le BOUVIER (daughter-in-law), 
Louis Le BOUVIER (grandson) and Miss BEATON.
