 Death of Mr. G. POCOCK.---Mr. George POCOCK, of 113 Arthur-street, died in hospital 
on Saturday at the age of 77. He was a master plumber and as a young man was well known as a 
footballer for Ryde F.C. A member of the town fire brigade at the turn of the century, he took part 
in a national fire brigades' exhibition at Earl's Court in 1903. His wife died 17 years ago and his 
only daughter, Mrs. F. HAWKINS, died in 1934. Three sons survive him. 
 The Rev. H. WILDE, M.B.E., M.C., officiated at the funeral at the Parish Church on 
Wednesday. The mourners were Mr. and Mrs. J. POCOCK and Mr. G. POCOCK (sons and 
daughter-in-law), and Mrs. POCOCK (daughter-in-law, also representing Mr. T. POCOCK, son). 
The interment was in the family grave in Binstead Cemetery.
